wellbeing policy. It
was agreed that

for the rest of this term, with a view to customise them next term
if required.

A grid will be used by staff in class and in the playground to moni-
tor student behaviour choices. This will inform us about which
students are making positive or negative choices. Positive behav-
iour choices will be rewarded with ‘blue slips’. Five blue slips will
still earn a Merit award but it now also earns a ‘Golden Ticket’
which goes into a draw at the end of each term to attend a re-
wards excursion. Twelve students from Primary and 12 from Sec-
ondary will be selected at the end of each term to attend the ex-
cursion. The major reward for this term is going to the movies,
while in future terms it may be a footy match, a cricket match, the
netball, a theatre production or other major event. Time to start
earning Golden Tickets!

Make Online Payments to BCS

It is now possible for parents to make online

payments to the school for amounts owing
for students, via a secure payment page hosted by Westpac.
Payments can be made using either a Visa or MasterCard
credit or debit card, and can be made via computer, tablet
or mobile phone. The payment page is accessed from the
front page of the school’s website by selecting $ Make a
payment

Items that can be paid include voluntary school con-
tributions, subject contributions, excursions, sales to stu-
dents and creative and practical arts activities (these include
band, drama and dance). There is also a category called
‘Other’ this to cover items not covered in the previous head-
ings, Other can be used to make a complete payment of a
school invoice.

When you access the $ Make a payment you must enter:

° the students name, and
. class and reference number OR
° the students name, and

. date of birth.

These details are entered each time you make a pay-
ment as student information is not held within the payment
system. There is also the option to enter the Student Regis-
tration Number and Invoice number if you are aware of
them, these are optional fields OR there is also the option to
enter the Student Registration Number and Invoice number
these are not used at our school, please leave blank.

This is a secure payment system hosted by Westpac
to ensure that your credit/debit card details are captured in
a secure manner, these details are not passed back to the
school.

You have the ability to check and change any details
of the payment before the payment is processed. Receipts
can be emailed and/or printed.

Details of the payments are passed daily to the
school where they will be receipted against your child’s ac-
count. As a receipt has been issued from the payment page
a further receipt will not be issued by the school.

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Dear Parent/Guardian,

Mobile School Dentist is pleased to inform you that we will be providing dental treatment for students at
Barellan Central School. We will be conducting the Dental Visits on 19/10/2017. We make your child's
dental visits more convenient for you, by seeing them during school hours. This will prevent them being
absent from school for their dental visits and allowing them to make the most out of their school day. We
will be conducting the Dental Visits in two separate Phases.

Phase 1: Detect, Arrest and Prevent!

During this phase, we will conduct Preventative Dental Visits. This may include an Examination, Clean,

Preventative Bitewing X-rays, Remineralisation Agent Application and Preventative Fissure Sealants on

teeth. Fissure Sealants are a coating placed on teeth without any drilling, to protect against decay. Any
reports or Treatment Plans will be sent via email to you outlining any further treatment your child may
need.

Phase 2: Rehabilitate and Protect!

The Phase 2 visit is usually held 3 — 8 weeks after the first visit. During this visit we will complete any
relevant treatment your child may need such as fillings. We highly recommend parents to attend these
appointments during our Phase 2 visit. Parents will be informed of the times of their child's appointments
beforehand.

This treatment may be covered by the Medicare Child Dental Benefits Schedule

(CDBS) for eligible children. To find out if you child is eligible
under the CDBS please give Medicare a call on 132 011.

Mobile School Dentist will also check eligibility of students and inform parents who are unsure of their
child's eligibility. For children who may not be eligible for the Medicare CDBS, Mobile School Dentist is
able to see students as private patients. You will be billed at a rate LOWER than that of Medicare and we do
offer reasonable payment plans for further treatment needed. The treatment may be claimable under your
private health insurance. Please refer to the Service Disclosure Statement on the back of this form for
more information.

For your child to be seen by Mobile School Dentist, please fill in the attached forms and return it to your
school by 15/9/2017. Only children who have had this form filled in can be processed and seen by
Mobile School Dentist.
