While at camp each of the exciting activities we engaged in 

focused on teamwork and collaboration. This was very evi-

dent at our first activity on what was a glorious day. In 

pairs, students had to navigate the water-ways and en-

deavour to not get saturated while they went kayaking. 

Some were more successful in their ability to stay dry, but 

this was an enjoyable activity to start our school camp.  

The focus on teamwork didn’t waver that afternoon as stu-

dents attacked the high ropes. All were confident from the 

comfort of the ground, but when 3 metres off the ground, 

very quickly required the support and encouragement 

from those below.

I would like to 

take the opportunity to thank each of the 32 students for 

their exemplary behaviour throughout the week. A huge 

thanks to Kim for her commitment to each of the students 

and for giving up time with her family by coming along. Fi-

nally, a massive thanks to our P&C for their wonderful con-

tribution in covering the cost of the bus. This made the cost 

for each significantly cheaper, and for this l say thank you.

It is now possible for parents to make online 

payments to the school for amounts owing 

for students, via a secure payment page hosted by Westpac. 

Payments can be made using either a Visa or MasterCard 

credit or debit card, and can be made via computer, tablet 

or mobile phone. The payment page is accessed from the 

front page of the school’s website by selecting $ Make a 

payment  

 Items that can be paid include voluntary school con-

tributions, subject contributions, excursions, sales to stu-

dents and creative and practical arts activities (these include 

band, drama and dance). There is also a category called 

‘Other’ this to cover items not covered in the previous head-

ings, Other can be used to make a complete payment of a 

school invoice. 

When you access the $ Make a payment you must enter: 

 the students name, and 

 class and reference number OR 

 the students name, and 

 date of birth. 

 

 These details are entered each time you make a pay-

ment as student information is not held within the payment 

system. There is also the option to enter the Student Regis-

tration Number and Invoice number if you are aware of 

them, these are optional fields OR there is also the option to 

enter the Student Registration Number and Invoice number 

these are not used at our school, please leave blank. 

 This is a secure payment system hosted by Westpac 

to ensure that your credit/debit card details are captured in 

a secure manner, these details are not passed back to the 

school.  

 You have the ability to check and change any details 

of the payment before the payment is processed. Receipts 

can be emailed and/or printed. 

 Details of the payments are passed daily to the 

school where they will be receipted against your child’s ac-

count. As a receipt has been issued from the payment page 

a further receipt will not be issued by the school. 

 For any enquiries regarding the Online Payment pro-

cess please contact the School Administration Office.
